- Make waste management as easy as possible for staff by
providing them the right tools that will help in their daily tasks.

» A supermarket reuses its unsold vegetables to prepare
ready-made meals. Any unsold meals are offered to the
local community to help people in need.

« An electrical contractor collects scraps of metal at the end of
his jobs. He invested in a metal processing machine and sells
the scrap to alocal dealer. The machine quickly paid for itself.

» Arestaurant kitchen added buckets near its vegetable
cutting stations to encourage the collection of off-cuts for
use in veggie broth.

« A supermarket offers its green waste to local farmers for
use as livestock feed.

* Arestaurant works with a worm farm that transforms their
green waste into plant fertilizer, which is then used to grow
the veggies that they buy to prepare meals.

« Many local businesses have added a recycling station in
their lunch-room to encourage staff to sort their waste.
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
